Nonresident aliens are 

subject to 30% US Income Tax withholding. ITIN's are required for Treaty Country exemptions.  Tax form W-2G will be issued to 

all players winning in excess of $5,000, net of the applicable Tournament Entry Fee. 

Players must be clearly identifiable at all times. Tournament staff may request a player to remove any material (sunglasses, 

hood, or other facial cover) which inhibits their continuous identification or is a distraction to the other participants. Players are 

not allowed to wear sunglasses and a face cover at the same time.

Players who are unable to participate or are disqualified from an Event are not entitled to any refunds or payouts.

Registration for each Event will open one (1) hour prior to the scheduled start of play. 

The Tournament entry fee (the “Entry Fee”) must be paid with cash or casino chips; no other forms of payment will be accepted.

In the event that 

the player in the big blind has less than the required amount to post both the big blind and the ante, the big blind will be posted 

first. The ante will then be posted with any remaining Tournament chips.
